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One of the major challenges facing educators worldwide is
teaching creativity so that students become productive and
creative problem solvers, executives and workers.  Researchers
do not have a magical formula, but agree that programs like
Destination Imagination teach students skills necessary for the
future.

What are these skills?
· Comfort in disagreeing with others and the ability to try solutions
that depart from the status quo, which may include redefining
problems and relating new information to old information in
novel ways
· The ability to distinguish relevant from irrelevant information
and to evaluate the strength and weaknesses of ones ideas
· Combining knowledge from previously disparate fields
· Ability to persevere through difficult problems and dry spells
· Ability to step away from an effort and return later with a fresh
perspective
· Ability to apply intellectual skills in everyday contexts  and to
“sell” creative ideas.

Researchers and practitioners who are establishing guidelines
for educators point to Destination Imagination (DI) as a program
that teaches children many of these skills.  DI teams choose
challenging tasks and develop collaborative solutions to achieve
their goals.  They work for months on a big project, or Team
Challenge, which can have a focus that is theatrical, structural,
improvisational, scientific or technical.   Teams simultaneously
undertake intense training in solving “Instant Challenges” that
hone their collaborative problem solving skills.  These Instant
Challenges include creating a structure that can tolerate weight,
creating a vehicle, writing a play or exploring and presenting
history, in a short time frame.

On March 29-31 EA hosted 16 DI teams from South America for
the ImagiNation Celebration 2007. We are proud of the 100%
student – generated solutions and their dedication and hard
work in creative problem solving throughout the year. During
the 2006-07 year, EA had six teams solving the different Team
Challenges. A group of third graders, for example, decided to
solve the structural challenge, this year called CarDIology. They
needed to build a structure made only with playing cards that
could hold weight, as well as to create and perform an 8 minute
story about how cards changed someone life. The structure built
by our beginning team was able to hold almost 12 kilos!

Congratulations to all DI participants and team managers as
well as to Ms. Ana Melo, EARJ DI Coordinator. We also thank
parents for their support of their children throughout the year
and the appraisers and volunteers who made the Celebration a
tremendous success. All of you play an important role in helping
prepare our students for the demands of the 21st century.
