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Headline News—Welcoming New Students 

Escola Americana has the benefit 
of receiving many new students 
every semester who contribute to 
the diversity and vibrancy of our 
school community.  Our school has 
developed programs that provide 
students and parents with informa-
tion about Escola Americana and 
activities that are fun and allow 
students to get to know each other.   

 All divisions hold orientation 
and welcome sessions to present 
our school and to meet friends, 
hopefully even before school be-
gins.  In addition, peer guides show 
new students to their classes and 
explain class routines during the first 
few days.  The Primary Years Cur-
riculum in the Lower School in-
cludes a program cal led, 
“Developing Understanding of Self 
and Others,” in which current stu-
dents learn about incoming stu-
dents and how to welcome them.  
The Lower School has implemented 
“Tribes,” a program based on ac-
tivities that teach students how to

The Peer Counselors in Middle and 
Upper School are students who like 
to help others.  They meet once a 
week to discuss issues related to 
school and they help students ap-
proach teachers with questions or 
difficulties that they may have.   In 
addition, teachers monitor new stu-
dents’ progress and new students 
and their families meet with the 
Counselor to ensure that their transi-
tion to Escola Americana is on track.  
The Middle and Upper School princi-
pals and counselors recently met 
with new students and peer counsel-
ors at a pizza lunch to hear how their 
transition to EA was going and to 
help peer counselors be the best 

possible guides.  Students in all divi-
sions are also encouraged to partici-
pate in the many extra-curricular 
activities offered by the school.  
These include Student Government; 
sports; arts; and DestiNation Imagi-
nation.  Upper School also offers 
Yearbook; Panther Channel; Model 
United Nations; Knowledge Bowl 
among others. 

Parent participation is also impor-
tant.  Counselors are devising pro-
grams for parents as well.  They will 
be offering a support group session 
for parents on culture shock and 
stress next month.
