Prestigious College Scholarship
Awarded to Escola Americana Alum

Elizabeth Cooper, former Escola Americana student
from 2003-2006, was awarded the very prestigious
Margaret Sanders Scholarship. Only four seniors from
around the world are awarded this scholarship
annually. Margaret Sanders worked in a company that
published international schools’ yearbooks. She
decided to “give back” to the schools she served by
establishing a fund that would grant four $5,000
scholarships each year, awarded to students who
represent: persistence, motivation, resourcefulness,
acceptance of other cultures and points of view,
commitment to the welfare of others, and a desire to
address community and society needs and problems.

Elizabeth was awarded the grant based on her
community service work at Escola Americana. She
co-founded the Service Oriented Students Club which
organizes the Walk Against Cancer (now in its third
year with more than 250 participants last Sunday), a
house-building project for a poor family in Sdo Paulo
through Habitat for Humanity, and a bakery service
to raise money for these and other projects.

In her application for the scholarship, Elizabeth wrote:
“Through my activities in high school I've learned
about the logistics of organizing events, teamwork,
the importance of visuals when promoting a cause
or an event, and most importantly, all the different
ways in which one can contribute to the community. *

Principal’s Notes: Parenting - The Most Difficult Job

Each Fall, | find it important to reflect upon the school year. Much
can be learned by looking not only at successes and accom-
plishments, but at one’s failures as well. In my personal life, |
have always been the type of person who sees the glass as half
full. 1 enjoy the simple pleasures in life and always look on the
bright side. Few things give me more pleasure than a sunset jog
on Ipanema Beach or spending time with family and friends. Un-
fortunately, | tend to think a bit differently in my professional life.
Don't get me wrong, I'm still the same upbeat person, but | tend
to be much more critical of myself. Each day, you entrust me/
EARJ with your most valuable possession, your child. If | dwell
on that fact too long, the responsibility can, at times, seem over-
whelming. Perhaps it can be compared to your most challenging
job, parenting? Granted, | get off easy as my “parenting” respon-
sibilities conclude once my school day ends. You, fortunately or
unfortunately, depending upon how you look at it, are on call 24
hours a day, 7 days a week.

Larry Axmaker, EdD, PhD, recently published an article supporting
your efforts as parents. | thought it made for interesting reading
and have included an excerpt below.

The difficulty of designing computer chips, building
skyscrapers, or performing brain surgery pales in comparison
to being a consistently good parent. There are few universally
accepted truths, and what works for one family may not work
for another. There are, however, some general suggestions,
observations, and resources that could make parenting easier
and more effective for you.

Kids need attention. Not just attention, but your attention.
Children want quality time with their parents, even as they get
older.

Kids need affection. Small children love to cuddle, hug, and
kiss their parents. As the kids get older, the affectionate
behavior tends to diminish and often stops altogether. Smiles,
supportive words, and hugs are beneficial at any age.

Kids need parameters. Be firm but fair. Although your children
may tell you they don’t want to live by any rules whatsoever,
they are actually more secure when they live with reasonable,
enforced limits. Set rules that are fair and enforceable.
Whenever possible, set rules as a family.

Kids need parents. Most of all, children need parents, whether
it be biological, step, adoptive, or foster. Young, old, stern, or
happy-go-lucky - just being there is step number one to being
an effective parent.
