As most of you are aware we accepted the invitation to participate at the 10th Friendship Festival on May 27th to
June 1st 2007. The sports offered are Basketball, Soccer and Volleyball – Boys and Girls up to 14 years of age
(however we can take six students of 15). There were six schools invited: OLM and EARJ from Rio, School of
Nations from Brasília, Colégio Rio Branco from São Paulo, American School of Santos and ASA from Paraguay.
There will be also some cultural, recreational and integration activities. The philosophy of the Festival is to include
everyone and the emphasis is in participating rather than winning. Medals to all participants and trophies to all
schools will be given. The cost will be R$ 529, 00 per participant - including lodging, food [5 meals per day], t–shirts
to all participants, picture taken with all participants, awards, referees, ambulance, and trip insurance.

The criteria to select students are the ones who have practiced for Little 6 and Little 8 teams but did not have a
chance to travel to any of these tournaments. Also, for all students who signed up to participate in Boys’ Volleyball
and Softball, due to the fact that we did not have enough students signed up for these sports to be able to make a
team. Deadline to bring the check as a guarantee that your child will be traveling with us will be May 16. After this
date, we will open to other students who had traveled to either Little 6 and/or Little 8 and are willing to travel again.
Note that the eligibility criteria regarding academics are still the same. More information about the Friendship
